2011 Camping / Visitor Policies and Guidelines  
1. Vehicles are only permitted in designated parking areas.  Please do not park at your campsites, cottage, or along the roads.  This is for the safety of all our campground users.
2. All campers, cottagers, and visitors, Please, observe quiet time from 10:00 pm to 8:00 am.
3. Motorized bikes and scooters, ORV, atc’s, skateboards, and rollerblades are not permitted in the campgrounds and roadways of the park.

4. Bikes and push scooters may be used with care on roads only.  Bikes / Scooters must be parked at campsites or walked after 9:00 PM.   Please wear a helmet!
5. Smoking is not permitted in any of our buildings, desks, beach, at the pools, or picnic areas.

6. Campfires are only allowed at campsites and in the supplied burning containers. Campfires are 
not  permitted on the beach at any time! PLEASE READ CAMPFIRE GUIDELINES!!
7. Beach:

A) When using the beach you must stay within Conference Grounds boundaries.  When walking the shoreline, walk the water’s edge and respect our neighbor’s privacy and property rights.

B) Please refrain from walking or climbing on the dunes – Protect our environment.

C) For your safety no swimming after dusk. 

D) No camping or sleeping on the beach, from dusk to dawn.

E) All boats / personal watercraft are to be used on the north end of our beach. Please do not park or operate your watercraft from our neighbor’s beach area and there is NO overnight parking of powered watercraft on our or our neighbor’s beach. Use extreme caution when operating a powered watercraft in the beach area!
8. Alcoholic beverages are not permitted on the Grounds or in our facilities at any time.
9. Pets: We ask that you not bring your pets, but if you do these guidelines must be followed!
A) Pets are not allowed in any of the Conference grounds facilities or COTTAGES. 

B) Pets must be on a 6ft. leash and attended at all times. 

C) All dogs must be brought to the dog runs to do their duties.

D) When walking your dog all droppings must be picked up and placed in dumpsters.  

E) Dogs must be quiet or you will be asked to remove your pet from the campground.

10. B/C Campsites: GREY WATER must be collected in a sealed closed container (DEQ campground requirement) and dumped at the dump station (POOL PARKING LOT).

11. Garbage: Please take your own Garbage to the dumpsters located at the end of the activity field.

Please do not drop garbage off in bath houses or area receptacles.
12. A recycling bin (paper/plastics) is provided: located in the maintenance building parking lot.

13.  Please do not litter, help keep the facilities clean, and be respectful and courteous of your          
          
camping neighbors and visitors.
14. Wood Pile: Fire wood is available at $5.00 a wagon load, Sold Mon. to Sat. 4 – 5:00 PM
15. Sports Equipment is available at the registration desk for a usage fee.
16. Tennis Courts:  Courts may be reserved at the registration desk.   Players who have reserved
            the tennis courts have priority.
